Abstract  Objective: To find out the tendency of needs and personality characteristics of counselors at present time.
Methods: The needs and personality of 117 counselors were assessed by EPPS and EPQ. Results: There were no signifi-
cant differences among different academic credentials while sexuality and age affect the needs tendency of counselors.
Scores of male counselors in autonomy and dorminance needs were higher than those of female ones; with the increase of
age, the counselors had increasing tendency of deference and nurse needs, but lower in exhibition need. The lower needs
of the counselors were aggression, exhibition, deference, abasement and heterosexuality, the higher ones were introspec-
tion, nurse and change. Their personality characteristics indicated high extrovision and low psychoticism. The results of
multiple estimation of EPQ and EPPS were related. Conclusion: The dominant tendency of needs in most investigated
counselors are basically coincident with the personality needed by their profession.
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
